Operating Procedure

« Ensure that the head is pointed in a safe
direction before starting the machine.

« Grasp both handles firmly and ensure that
the trigger safety lock button is pressed
down when grasping the handle.

« Pull the trigger to engage the string and
move the machine back and forth to cut the
desired material.

« Once cutting is finished, release the trigger
and allow the string to stop spinning before
setting down.
